This Sunday we are presenting the Archdiocesan Annual 
Appeal on behalf of  Archbishop Lucas at St. Bernard. 
Last week, many of you who have given to the Annual 
Appeal in past years, received a letter from Archbishop 
Lucas asking for your support. Those who did not receive 
this letter in the mail are asked to take an envelope today 
with the Annual Appeal materials and intention card. 
 

Archbishop Lucas has set the goal of raising three million 
dollars this year. Our parish goal for the Annual Appeal is 
$30,700. We have already collected over $10,000 to-
wards this goal. I am asking every family in the parish to 
consider a gift to the Archbishop’s Appeal. Even a gift of 
only $5 or $10, would be appreciated and is needed to 
continue the work of the Archdiocese of Omaha in the 23 
counties of this Archdiocese. 
 

Your contributions to the Annual Appeal will be used to 
assist individuals and families through Catholic Charities, 
help with scholarships to Catholic Schools, support of 
youth and young adult ministries, preparation of cate-
chists to teach religious education to our children, assist-
ing our retired priests, and supporting ministries to  the 
Hispanics, Native Americans and African-Americans. 
 

Also, the Annual Appeal has been of great assistance to 
inner-city schools. Our parish has received from the An-
nual Appeal a direct gift of $35,000 for our school budget 
each year. In addition to this gift, we have been given the 
funding to put a new boiler in the school building, repair 
part of the roof of the school and gym, and install a fire 
alarm system throughout the school building. The total 
cost of these projects has been over $200,000. 
 

Clearly, we have received far more from the Annual Ap-
peal each year than we have given as a parish to the Ap-
peal. As a sign of our appreciation to the Archbishop, I 
would very much like to make our goal this year.
