From your Pastor,

Recently, we had a Pastoral Planning meeting of parish
leaders from various service groups and parish minis-
tries. Here are some of my reflections from that meeting.

St. Bernard Parish has over 100 years of history. Many
have been served by this parish. Thousands have
memories of this parish. We have lots of good will in the
community of Omaha.

We all know that parishes and neighborhoods are con-
stantly changing. They are never static. They have cy-
cles of growth and decline. To move into the future as a
parish we need to work on our goals and strategic plan.
Part of this strategic planning process requires finding
funding and volunteers to make plans happen.

We are working on a master plan for our buildings and
grounds with the BVH architectural firm. We are also a
member of the CORE inner-city schools of the Archdio-
cese. This group can help us plan for the future and
raise funds for our school.

Prayerful celebrations of the Mass, good music, good
preaching, a welcoming community, convenient times of
Masses and good length of liturgies will foster participa-
tion in the parish community. We need to constantly try
to increase membership in the parish. We can appeal to
some who are building new homes west of 72nd Street.
We can appeal to others who are new to our area. Also,
we need to reach out to the greater metro area beyond
the formal boundaries of the parish.

Our school, youth and religious education programs
need to increase in size to be more cost effective. We
need to use a cost/benefit analysis in setting priorities
and developing ministries. Some ministries can be done
in partnership with other parishes.

Please take a moment this week to think about the future
of our parish and how we might prepare and plan for the
future. If you have any ideas that you would like to share,
please call me at the rectory.
