Thanks to everyone who has given to the Annual Appeal 
this year. I am happy to report that we have now 
reached our goal of $30,639. This is the first time that 
our parish has met our goal since the Annual Appeal 
was begun a number of years ago. On behalf of 
Archbishop George Lucas, I would like to thank every-
one for supporting the mission and ministries of the 
Archdiocese of Omaha. 
 

Within a few days, work should begin on our rectory 
roof, windows and entrances. A new rectory sign will 
also be part of this project. Enclosed in this bulletin is a 
brief description and drawing of the work that will be 
done. Thanks to everyone who has given in our second  
collection to fund this project. So far, we have collected 
$13,318.41 for this work on the rectory. 
 

Please encourage your friends and relatives to consider 
enrolling their children in our school next year. We have 
set our tuition rates for the coming year. They are very 
competitive with other Catholic schools in the metro 
area.
