From your Pastor  
 
Dear Members of the St. Bernardôs Parish Family, 
 
Last weekend, I was invited to join the permanent deacon 
community of the archdiocese for an anniversary dinner. 
Deacon Paul Dreismeier of our parish celebrated his tenth 
anniversary of ordination. He and his wife Darlene, who 
works in the Development office of the archdiocese, have 
served the church and our parish for many years. It was 
fun to celebrate with them and the whole deacon commu-
nity.  
 
We really owe a large debt of gratitude to the deacons of 
our parish and their wives. They have spent many years 
of tireless service to the parish. They have done so with-
out much complaint. They have tried to work in harmony 
with the priests who have been assigned to the parish, 
adjusting to our individual liturgical preferences and our 
unique personalities. I want to take this occasion to ex-
press my deep sense of appreciation to them for what 
they have done in service and for the witness of their 
Christian lives. 
 
This week I received the bids for our rectory roof construc-
tion project. The final bid for the work that is needed has 
come in at about $145,000.00. A contract has been drawn 
up. Before it is signed, it will need to be reviewed by our 
attorneys at the Hotz Weaver and Flood firm. It will also 
need to be reviewed and approved by the Archbishop and 
his staff in the Finance office. After reviewing the contract, 
I believe that we should move ahead with this project as 
soon as possible. 
 
Thus far we have raised $5,851.44 for the rectory project 
from the second collection and from some other direct 
donations from parish members. We will continue to solicit 
funds for the project in the months to come. I would like to 
ask every family in the parish to consider a large gift to 
this project. Whatever you can give no matter how large or 
small will be greatly appreciated. 
 
A new school year has begun. It is always exciting to see 
our students, faculty, administration, and staff start a new 
school year. This year there will be many opportunities for 
the children of our school to grow in knowledge and wis-
dom. They will have the chance to learn about the history 
of our nation and of the whole world. They will learn about 
the theories and laws of science. They will be invited to 
learn about the great masters of art and literature. And 
most importantly, they will learn about the message of 
Jesus in the gospels and the teachings of the church 
throughout the ages. 
 
May God bless us as we begin a new school year.
