ñHappiness is to be found only in the home and in the 
family circle where God is loved and honored, and eve-
ryone loves and helps and cares for the other.ò These 
words of St. Theophane Venard in a letter to his broth-
ers in 1851, may be helpful to the families of our parish 
during these difficult economic times. 
 
Theophane was born in France in 1829. After ordination 
to the priesthood, he was sent as a missionary to Hong 
Kong and then Vietnam. Shortly after his arrival in Asia, 
a royal decree was issued against Christians. He was 
forced to hide from the authorities. In 1860, he was ar-
rested and imprisoned for months in a cage, and then 
beheaded in 1861. Throughout his ordeal he kept his 
faith. He is considered a Martyr of the Catholic Church. 
Theophane was canonized in 1988. 
 
St. Theophaneôs life story might be very different from 
ours in Nebraska in 2009, but his witness of faith can be 
an inspiration to us in our own daily struggles. What was 
most important to him was his faith in God and love of 
God and his neighbor. 
 
May God bless our families of our parish. May each 
member of each family see it as their duty to love, help, 
and care for other members of the family.
