Last week, a friend of mine, Bill Rucker, shared with 
me a few tips about good communication, self-care, 
and relationships. He did so in a letter to priests pro-
moting a workshop he does every year for us. Bill has 
been a professional counselor for many years. He and 
his family are members of St. Cecilia’s Cathedral Par-
ish here in Omaha.   
 

Here are some of the sayings that he has learned over 
the years:  
 

Back to Basics - ñPlease and Thank youò 
 

Ask for what you want.  

 

Change your complaint to a request. 

 

The Three Sentence Rule - Say no more than three 
sentences at one time. 

 

Share appreciation - not hurts. Catch each other doing 
something right. 

 

Speak for yourself - use ñIò messages rather than  
“you did this …” 

 

Agree on the right time for a talk. 

 

Set a time limit for the discussion. 

 

If the way you’re talking doesn’t work, try a different 
way of saying it. 

 

How can you talk so the other person will hear you. 
 

The goal is to stick up for yourself without putting the 
other person down. 

 

And Remember - Winning arguments is over-rated.  
If you win the argument with your spouse, it just  

means you’re married to a loser.
