Our parish has been an OTOC (Omaha Together One 
Community) congregation since OTOC’s beginning. For 
a number of years, I had the opportunity to be involved 
with OTOC due to my position at the Chancery Office. 
Over the past 15 years OTOC has been instrumental in 
bringing a wide range of people together in relational 
conversations leading to action regarding library hours, 
summer youth programs, sewer separation, etc. 
 

This fall, from September 14 through October 15, St. 
Bernard will join other OTOC congregations in a listen-
ing campaign at house meetings here in our parish. 
Good things can happen when we have meaningful con-
versations with our neighbors. Our child care center 
came into being in part because of a house meeting a 
number of years ago.
